An alert
has been put on the website and staff are trying to communicate with as
many groups as possible, requesting that if there are any nurses who have
not gotten a renewal, to contact the office and if there has been an address
change within the last year, to make sure that the Board has the correct
address.

Advance Practice Registered Nurses renewal applications, specifically
those with prescriptive authority require special handling, and are turned
around within seven to ten days.

It was reported by B. Morris that special effort has been made this year to
get the employer information updated, which is especialy important for
the Nursing Supply and Demand Commission data. This information is
requested every year, but applications now are being returned to have this
information completed, which has caused an additional delay.

B. Morvant reported that in the last legidlative session, there was a law to
require licensing Boards to waive any requirements for those individuals
who are in the military. Applicants were informed in the application that
if they were in the military, the application was to be sent back saying
“Active Duty,” and the license would be issued without payment of fee or
meeting licensure requirements.
