F. Rosentha reported that the Declaratory Statement was placed on the
Board' s website following adoption by the Board on March 17, 2004. The
Declaratory Statement appeared in the Spring 2004 issue of The
Examiner. Staff received numerous phone calls regarding the statement
under section C, “the prone position” and several calls regarding the
applicability of the statement to RNs administrating propofol to intubated,
ventilated patients in a critical care setting. The statement was edited to
delete historical information regarding epidural pain management and the
injection of local anesthetic agents under the skin. Epidura pain
management will be addressed in Board Rules (LAC 46:XLVII.Chapter
37.Nurse Practice) in accordance with SB 387.

Motion: by F. Rosenthal, seconded, to accept the revisions to the statement and
further modify the language to state “advance life support or equivalent of
based on patient’s age” and to spell out the language of R.S. 37:930.D and
as specified in R.S. 37:935.

Ms. Morvant stated that several people filled out cards in order to be able
to address the Board with their comments or information.

Bradley Cruize, Director of the Pediatric Emergency Department in the
Pediatric Intensive Care Unit at Woman's and Children’s Hospital in
Lafayette, Louisiana, had three points of discussion on the Declaratory
Statement:

Under A.2, the deletion of PALS. As a pediatric provider, he would like
to see PALS as requirements for a nurse to have to monitor sedated
patients remain.
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The second point would be the documentation of monitoring patients
every 5 minutes. Mr. Cruise stated he would like to see the

documentation be every 15 minutes for moderately sedated
patients and 5 minutes for the deeply sedated patients.

The third point would be, “Venous access shall be maintained for all
patients having sedation.” Mr. Cruise stated that none of the sources
cited

required any venous access. From a pediatric standpoint a lot of the
procedures that are done are non invasive. They would have to start a
procedure, do an invasive procedure to do a subsequent noninvasive
procedure. So therefore, he would like to see that deleted from the
Declaratory Statement or that it be based on patient specific that a venous
access be obtained.

Mary Salario, Imaging Services Manger, Woman's Hospital in Baton
Rouge, stated that she sent a letter to the Board regarding some of the
objections to the Declaratory Statement and would like the Board to
reconsider their position on the venous access. Starting an intravenous
linein a pediatric patient is an unnecessary traumatic event and not needed
for oral sedation.

On the documentation and monitoring, to delete the blood pressure
monitoring every five minutes. Ms. Salario stated that at  their institution
their policy states that blood pressure is obtained prior to the start of the
procedure and upon discharge. If blood pressure is to be obtained every 5
minutes, then the child may awaken during the procedure and the test
cannot be completed.

Her final objection was on the documentation of cardiac rate and rhythm.
Ms. Salario said that if you' re putting leads on the patients it does interfere
in some of the imaging procedures.

Virginia Shiroda, with Woman’'s Hospital, stated that they do auditory
brain stem testing. Ms. Shiroda stated that if they were to put a monitor
on a child that would interfere with the leads to do the auditory brain stem
response testing and they wouldn't get a valid study. Ms. Shiroda aso
stated that PAL S should be required at their hospital for pediatric patients.
And lastly, Ms. Shiroda also voiced objection to the monitoring of blood
pressure every five minutes, stating that they would wake their patients up
since they give minimal sedation.

Deborah Spell, with Southwest Medical Center, in Lafayette, Louisiana
had two issues that were objectionable: venous access, particularly for
outpatient testing, and the ASA classification system. Ms. Spell stated
that the ASA classification is very subjective and is not even a hundred
percent supported by the American College of Anesthesiology. The ASA
classification, according to the anesthesiologist, should not be used as a
risk indicator and that the recommendation should be altered to leave the
clinical judgment to the physician that’s ordering the conscious sedation.

Chris Langer, with the LANA, stated that the American Society of
Anesthesiologists Sedation Model Policy recommend, in terms of vital
signs, that heart rate continuous monitoring be done on all patients with
cardiac or pulmonary disease and may be monitored by pulse oximetry in
all other patients. Respiration rate, oxygen saturation and blood pressure
every five minutes. Thelr policy on intravenous access states. 1.V. access
isrequired for patients receiving 1.V. sedation and analgesia and personnel
must be proximally available to secure I.V. access in patients receiving
sedation and analgesia by other routes of administration. (i.e. P.O., IM,
OR PR)

RN PERFORMING A VAGINAL SPECULUM EXAMINAATION FOR THE PURPOSE
OF FETAL FIBRONECTIN SAMPLING

Ms. Morvant stated that Lisa Hickey with East Jefferson Hospital wished
to speak and provide information to the Board.

Lisa Hickey, Clinical Nurse Educator for Women and Child Services at
East Jefferson Hospital, reported that preterm births account for 11.6% of
birthsin the U.S. and more that 5 million dollars annually caring for them.
Identifying a woman at risk for preterm birth is critical, but assessment
methods thus far have not been reliable. The use of fetal fibronectin as a
biochemical marker for risk assessment for preterm birth is an accurate
and easily collected specimen with the proper instruction. A negative fetal
fibronectin has a 99.2% negative predictive value that delivery will not
occur within two weeks. This knowledge could mean the difference
between an aggressive medical management versus a plan of care that is
less anxiety inducing and less costly for the patient and her family.
Delineated nurses can safely collect the specimen via a sterile speculum
exam after obtaining a physician order. The fetal fibronectin collections
performed by delineated RNs at East Jefferson General Hospital have
been without incident and the results have proven very helpful in guiding
management toward positive maternal and fetal outcomes. Ms. Hickey
asked the State Board of Nursing to rule in favor of allowing delineated
RNs to perform fetal fibronection specimen collections and brought
packets for the Board information that included two letters of
recommendation from physicians who are proponents for RN collection
and other relevant information.
