The
Board’s attorney has advised staff, it is within the law to accept a notarized affidavit
confirming a U.S. social security number in lieu of the actual card.

An email received from Ed Skornia of O’Grady Peyton International (USA), Inc.,
requested that the Board reconsider the rule that prohibits foreign nurse graduates
from receiving temporary permits. E. Tate explained the reasoning behind the
current rule.

reconfirmed and that rule changes to permit temporary permits for foreign nurse
graduates not be instituted.

Boards of Nursing (NSCBN), which changed its regulations for NCLEX-RN
retesting from 90 days to 45 days.
